WHY: The Bishop will be visiting St. Paul’s Church on Sunday, May 20





A visit by the Bishop of the Diocese is an opportunity to confirm, receive and 


re-affirm members who wish to – in a more formal way – be “card-carrying” members of the Episcopal Church. The age for confirmation has traditionally been 12 years of age but the last two decades have seen a push for a little older age – or as the church likes to say: an age of accountability. For St. Paul’s that age is when a young person, young adult or adult says “I wish to be confirmed” – and the Bishop then lays hands on them. Members who were confirmed in the Roman Catholic Church are “received” into the Episcopal Church with the Bishop shaking their hand. Those candidates wishing re-affirmation are persons who were confirmed at an earlier age and have now “lived enough life” that they now wish to be confirmed having earned a different perspective.





The classes will begin on Wednesday, March 7, at 7:30 p.m. in the Schreiner Class Room. The Sessions will cover topics such as the History of the Anglican/Episcopal Church, an understanding of the sacraments, how Scripture has authority for us, an overview of the Nicene Creed, how the church is organized and what it is we believe. Please contact Pastor Maxine if you wish to be confirmed, received, re-affirmed or simply audit the classes in order to know a little bit more about the church. The meeting day and time are flexible depending on the constraints of those wishing to participate.

Lessons





First Reading:  Jonah 3:1-5, 10 – In our Hebrew scripture lessons the prophet Jonah, following his ordeal in the belly of a great fish, receives a second summons to prophesy to the heathen city of Ninevah. Jonah preaches as he passed into the city, proclaiming repentance and predicting forty days before the city’s overthrow. The people of Ninevah believe God and respond to the prophet’s message, proclaiming a fast and putting on the sackcloth and ashes that signify mourning and repentance. In response to Ninevah’s turn of heart, God determines not to destroy the city.





Psalm:  62:5-12





Second Reading:  I Corinthians 7:29-31 – In our epistle lesson Paul encourages the Corinthians to manage their temporal affairs in light of eternal realities. It was thought by Paul and the early Christian communities that the time of the Lord’s return was near. The urgency was all the greater, therefore, to keep priorities in order and so be cautious about attachments to this present world which may distract. The time to labor for God’s kingdom is now.
