‘. Hunger is always with us, not only overseas but even here in our
local community. What can we do to help? Support the Down-
ingtown Community Crop Walk 2010 as a walker or a supporter.
The proceeds from the walk go towards food banks, community gardens, and other
efforts to reduce hunger. Twenty-five percent of the proceeds go to local agencies.
For us they are The Lord's Pantry, Emergency Food Cupboard, The Deacons Pantry,
Steeple to People, and the Salvation Army (West Chester). The remainder goes to the
Church World Service (CWS) to help fight hunger elsewhere domestically and over-
seas. Yes, the Episcopal Church is a partner in CWS - an ecumenical agency.
How does it work. A walker, or a team of walkers, signs up to participate and are
supported by "sponsor" donations from their friends, family, neighbors and other
members of their community. As we did last year, St. Paul's will sponsor "The St.
Paul's Striders." We are recruiting walkers. Then we have the opportunity to sup-
port them with our donations.
The walk begins and ends at the Central Presbyterian Church in Downingtown and
through Kardon Park and up the Struble Trail. The course is 4.5 miles, but you walk
only as far as you can. It is not a matter of distance but of willingness to be a focal
point to allow us, your fellow parishioners, to support you and the crop walk. Hint -
the lakeside at Kardon Park is a great place to wait for the young, energetic walkers.
We at St. Paul's are supporting the fight against hunger through our community gar-
den. Now we can extend this further out into our local community and the world.
